Before 
1. Pre-teach key vocab: 
· Thrift shop
2. Have students complete the anticipation guide (reverse)
During

Read Story aloud, pausing to ask one or more of the following questions where appropriate.  (Think-Pair-Share or popcorn strategy… think aloud also good.)
· What does Grandma mean when she says “There’s no room for ‘want’ around here -- just ‘need’”?

· Why does Nate want to walk up and down the hall “real slow”?
· Why do you think Antonio is not laughing?
· Why are the narrator’s hands sweaty?

After

1. Have students revisit their anticipation guides, and consider each statement again.  (You may wish to have them discuss any changes in perspective with a partner or in small groups, and/or debrief as a large group.)
2. Have students think about and respond to the following question (you may want to point out the similarity between this and CASI/EQAO style open response questions, i.e. deconstruct the question first – see the grade 3 teachers for specifics on this lesson):

Who do you think would make a better friend, Antonio or the narrator? Use information from the text and your own ideas to explain your thinking.
