The Table Where Rich People Sit (Grades 3-5) 
Before

1. Pre-teach key vocab: 
· sensible
· lumber

· ambition

· panning gold

· gully

· exaggerate

2. Have students do a think-pair-share:

· How do you know if someone is rich? 
· Would you rather be indoors or outdoors? Why?
· How do you decide how much money something is worth?  (for example, your brother or spending an afternoon with your grandmother, or seeing a beautiful sunset, or climbing a big tree in your backyard, or… some other example)
3. Do a picture-walk; show students the pictures using the document camera and ask:

· Do you think this is an urban or a rural community?  How do you know?

During

Read Story aloud, pausing to ask one or more of the following questions where appropriate.  (Think-Pair-Share or popcorn strategy… think aloud also good.)
· What do Mountain Girl’s parents mean when they say “We get paid in sunsets too”?  (extension: If you couldn’t get paid in money, what “currency” would you choose to get paid in?)
· Why does Mountain Girl think “the cash part doesn’t seem to matter anymore”?
· Why do you think Mountain Girl changes her mind about liking the family table?

After

Have students think about and respond to the following question (you may want to point out the similarity between this and CASI/EQAO style open response questions, i.e. deconstruct the question first – see the grade 3 teachers for specifics on this lesson):

Why do you think Mountain Girl decides to entitle her book “The Table Where Rich People Sit”?  Use information from the text and your own ideas to explain your thinking.
